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The Creed of Christian life 
	   1.  We believe

That Biblical canon or Holy Scriptures is the Word of the living God, and therefore is the highest standard for understanding faith, authority and what a norm is.  
2.   We believe

In the only living and true God, Creator of everything, eternal Father, who is omnipotent, omnipresent, omniscient Spirit, who in His love creates, sustains and governs all things and who reveals Himself through  the Trinity: Father, Son and The Holy Spirit.
3.   We believe

In God’s only begotten Son Jesus Christ, His birth of the Holy Spirit, His sinless life and death on the cross for our sins, His resurrection from the dead and ascension to His Father’s glory from which He will come again to judge the living and the dead.

4. We believe

In the Holy Spirit who convicts man about sin and righteousness, awakens the awareness of sin, helps man to be born again, filling believers with divine power, leading them towards worship of God, granting the gifts of the Holy Spirit, maturing their use of their gifts of Spirit.

5. We believe

That God created the first man in His image as a holy and sinless being, giving him voluntary choice to obey Him or not. The man chose to disobey God, lost his original fellowship with Him and became a sinner. The consequences of this decision are present in humanity today as it remains under the just judgment of God. 
  6.   We believe

God in His love desired to save man, so He laid all the sins of humankind on His Son Jesus Christ, letting Him receive punishment instead of man. Through Jesus Christ’s vicarious death and resurrection from the dead, man can be born from above and thereby receive God’s gracious gift of eternal life.
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	  7.   We believe

        That Jesus Christ’s is coming back, in the resurrection of the dead and the judgment day when everybody will stand before God to account for their deeds and life as they enter into eternal life or everlasting punishment.
  1.   We consider, 

        That the God, Creator of all visible and invisible things, is the Lord of all people, times and history of all humankind.
  2.   We consider, 

        That each man has a need and rights to personally approach God and to do it without mediation of anybody else, except Jesus Christ, the Son of God. For a sinner, the only way back to God is by Jesus Christ’s death on the Cross and His resurrection.
  3.   We consider,

        That through confession of sin and conscious decision to believe in the sacrifice of Jesus Christ, by receiving this sacrifice and by committing not to sin and follow Jesus Christ’s teaching and example, a person is born from above at the same time receiving Baptism in the Holy Spirit. At that moment a person regains their fellowship with God and becomes a member of God’s family. 
  4.   We consider,

        That each man who is born from above, must become a member of a local church. The church is the communion of believers which has a task of testifying, serving and fellowship. Only the ones, who are baptized, namely, immersed, can become members of church.

  5.  We consider,

       That baptism is the sequential step after being born again; it testifies about the inner changes of the baptized person; it is a witness before people of a person’s belief in Jesus Christ, covenant between God and the baptized person. Baptism symbolizes dying to sins and the world through recognition of sin, repentance and resurrection to new life through the birth from above.

  6.  We consider,

       That the church, implementing Jesus Christ’s command, celebrates Holy Communion as the remembrance act of the life of our Lord and Savor and His sufferings on Calvary. Holy Communion is the believer’s special fellowship with God and other believers in which an individual is confronted with the God’s unlimited love, sees himself in the light of this love and receives the power to renew his spiritual life. The elements of Holy Communion – bread and cup – symbolize union with Jesus Christ’s body and blood and confirm Jesus Christ’s presence in Holy Communion. 

7.  We consider,

That the church has rights to admit members into church membership and exclude them from it; church life is determined solely by the church and its decisions, adopted in democratic way are binding to all members of that local church. The church itself shall designate and elect its own pastor for whom it is convinced that it is God’s call in his life. Pastor complies with the adopted ministry discipline both in the church and collective work.

8.  We consider,

     That the universal church of Christ, the invisible church, includes all true children of God both on earth and in  Heaven, in past and at present, from different nations, races and denominations.
9.  We consider,  

That in all relationships the freedom of consciousness should be enforced: every man shall have the rights to determine their attitude towards God’s given grace – accept it or reject it. Neither state power nor any public body or the family has rights to force to believe in God or detain from it. 
  1.  We propagate
       Jesus Christ as personal Lord and Savior.
  2.  We propagate
      Growing in spiritual life and knowledge of Jesus Christ, implementing it through regular Bible reading, daily approach to God in prayers, serving in church and beyond it, surrendering personal life to Holy Scriptures and submission to  church edification and correction.
  3.  We propagate
       Turning away from any sin and evil thing, promoting Christian life style in everyday relations with people, testifying to them about Jesus Christ through Word, practical life and social ministry.
  4.  We propagate
       The purity of family life, which is based on faithful marriage of one man and one woman, and understanding that family is God’s establishment with certain rules laid down in the New Testament intended for all times and all people. The strength of family life is based in God fearing life and mutual love of family members.
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  5.  We propagate
       That man’s everyday work, both physical and spiritual, as the God the Creator’s provided arrangement for producing all possible things and values; it also involves honest payment of all taxes and the tithe defined in the Bible.
 6.   We propagate

       Celebrating Sunday as Christ’s Resurrection Day by refraining from secular work and daily tasks and seeking togetherness with the church community.

7.    We propagate

 That homosexuality, prostitution, premarital and extramarital sex is sinful and an unnatural relationship between people, and we stand against the legalization and promotion of such things. The responsibility of family and community is to be alert to preserve God’s given life by rejecting abortion as a birth control method and suicide as a means of arbitrary termination of life.
  8.  We propagate

       Complete abstinence from alcohol and drug use, smoking, gambling and visits of dissolute places. As for cultural phenomena, the values ​​that do not pollute the soul, but enriches it directing towards the true spirituality should be sought.

  9.  We propagate,

       That fortune-telling, sorcery, spiritism, horoscopes, psychics and similar phenomena may result in a person being influenced by Satanic forces and powers and is therefore incompatible with the very nature of Christianity and Christian lifestyle.
10.  We propagate

Just, democratic and Christian state, and the development of social and economic life, which should be oriented towards legal protection of every human being as the highest value created by God to ensure employment, livelihood, health and social care for each individual.
11.  We propagate

Loyal attitude towards the Constitution and laws of LR, as well as personal responsibility in the performance of civic duties both in public services and workplace.  
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Ethical statement:

We have eliminated certain sections not because they are unimportant but because some issues of church government, views concerning baptism and communion, and relationship to the state are different in various denominations.
Total abstinence from alcohol is an important distinctive, but not one shared by all biblical Christians.  We would encourage our teachers to respect the views of groups like the Baptist Union and the Salvation Army who prohibit any consumption of alcohol.

We would endorse the concern to propagate a healthy body through avoiding drugs, both legal and illegal that can become addiction and destructive.  We would also endorse the desire to propagate a Christian lifestyle shaped by a transformed biblical mind that has learned how to enjoy God’s gift of this world without being worldly.

Christian wisdom is required to discern between those times when we must be world affirming and those times when we must be world denying.
